Each Team consists of “A", “"B", and "C" ranked
pilots. Pilots are ranked as follows:

"A" Those finishing in the top 10 in any of the
last five (2004-2008) BFA or NABA Na-
tionals or finishing in the top ten of the
BFA or NABA National Ranking System in
any 3 of the last 5 years.

"B" Those not meeting the criteria for "A" and
finishing in the top 20 of the BFA or NABA
National Ranking System in any 2 of the
past 5 years.

"C" Any pilot not qualifying as an "A" or "B".

A feam may not have more than one A-ranked
pilot.

Official Program & Race Announcer -
We ask that you provide us with a color digital
photo of your balloon for inclusion in the 10,000
programs provided free to the public. If you are
sending a digitally formatted photo, e-mail it to
Chris Gumpp. The photo provided for the Official
Program, along with your biography, will also be
used by professional field announcers and utilized
for the education and enjoyment of the crowd.

Pilot registrations will NOT be considered com-
plete without a fresh personal bio and color
photo. All pilots not attending in 2008 or with
a new envelope must submit a new picture.



On-site Registration - Registration for all
pilots will be held on Friday, July 31, 2009 from
2:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. at the Kent State Univer-
sity Stark Professional Education and Conference
Center. All pilot packs, tickets, maps, banners,
etc. will be distributed at that time. If you find
that you will be unable to make registration by
5:00 p.m., you must make alternate arrangements
by calling Lynn Sullivan at (330) 323-4673.

Basket Banners - All pilots are required to
carry basket banners displaying sponsor names
and identification number. These banners are
returned to the sponsors after the event as sou-
venirs so you are required to turn them in prior to
your departure on Sunday. Sponsors love when
you autograph them!

Sponsor Rides - All pilots are required to
give one (1) sponsor or VIP ride. This ride must
be given on Friday evening. Failure to provide the
Sponsor Ride may result in forfeiture of any
prize money. Self-sponsored commercial pilots
are not required to carry Enshrinement Festival
sponsors. All pilots will be matched up with their
sponsor during the Friday pilot briefing at Kent
State University Stark Professional Education
and Conference Center. Friday evening is the
only time sponsor riders may receive their ride.
If the flight is cancelled due to weather, your
sponsor ride obligation is considered complete.

Passengers - Absolutely no paid passenger
rides are permitted during the event. We are
flying all flights under a standard FAA waiver and
it specifically prohibits paid passenger rides.
