Invitation

We would like to take this opportunity to invite you to Canton, Ohio, on July 30 — August 1, 2010
forthe 25 ™ annual Pro Football Hall of Fame Enshrinement Festival Balloon Classic
Invitational/Jackson-Belden Food Fest & Fireworks. You will be warmly welcomed by more than
130,000 enthusiastic spectators throughout the weekend activities.

Background
The Enshrinement Festival activities run from July 30 through August 8 and are viewed by
hundreds of thousands in person and millions more through national television coverage.

Highlights of the week’s activities include the Balloon Classic Invitational, Ribs Burnoff, Concert
and Fireworks, Timken Grand Parade, Enshrinement Ceremonies, and Pre-Season Pro Football
Hall of Fame Game. All of these festivities are for the purpose of celebrating the enshrinement
of a new class into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

We Will Fill Up Fast

Participation in this year's event is limited to a maximum of sixty-five balloons and in these
difficult economic times we must keep our pilot acceptances in line with signed sponsors. We
will be strictly adhering to this limitation and we will be sending acknowledgement letters to
accepted pilots by May 14, 2010. You will be notified at this time if you have been accepted into
the event as a participating pilot as well as a Dawn Patrol, Media, or Glow Pilot should you have
registered for those activities. Although applications are accepted based on a number of
criteria, we encourage you to submit your app lication early as pilot demand for the Balloon
Classic has been growing each year. We will maintain a waiting list once we have reached our
limit. Competitive Team Registrations will not be considered complete until all team
members’ applications have been received. Please note that all Team competitors are
required to hold a BFA HACD competition card. If you are not a BFA member and don’t hold
an HACD competition card, you must apply and provide your number before your application is
considered complete. You may apply on line at HACD Membership Card. Competitors will be
reimbursed $25 toward the cost of a BFA/HACD competition card at on-site registration. Fiesta
applicants are not required to hold a BFA/HACD card.

If you are interested in participating in the 2010 Pro Football Hall of Fame Enshrinement
Festival Balloon Classic Invitational, PLEASE RETURN THE ENCLOSED APPLICATION BY
MARCH 31, 2010. This is a priority mailing and lack of an early response could  prohibit your
participation.

Pilot Application Fee — NEW 2010

Our event has been blessed with a great group of participating pilots who have proven to be
reliable when registering to attend our event. In an effort to streamline our registration process
and help our pilot’s budgets, we have eliminated the $100 pilot  registration fee for 2010. We
believe this will help speed up the registration process as well.

If your plans change and you are unable to attend our event after registering and
receiving a confirmation of your acceptance, please notify us as soon as possible
enabling us time to find a replacement pilot for your sponsor.

Insurance and Other Matters

Due to the high public exposure of this event, the Enshrinement Festival requires that each
participating pilot name the Enshrinement Festival as additionally insured  on their policy (see
Insurance Authorization section enclosed). We ask that you pay your insurance carrier and you
will be reimbursed at Friday registration for this cost.

We have enclosed a brochure that fully explains our event. Please note that Friday registration
as well as all pilot briefings will be held at The University Center. Our race format will again be
a Team format and our Event Director assures participants the event will be a fun-filled
weekend designed with both recreational and competitive pilots in mind. The prize fund is
$17,000 and includes separate prize funds for team competitors and Fiesta flyers. If you have
any questions, please call Maury Sullivan, Competition Director, at (330) 323-4455 or Chris
Gumpp at the Pro Football Hall of Fame Enshrinement Festival office at (330) 458-2054  or 1-
800-533-4302 or email at chrisg@cantonchamber.org.

If the flight is cancelled for any reason, pilots have
no further obligation to provide a sponsor ride. In fact, we ask that you do not provide a ride in
this case as it will only cause problems for us.
